Visa invitation letter:

For a term less than 30 days: we arrange a tourist 
invitation letter for students who come for the short-
term. It takes 1-2 days to prepare the visa invitation 
letter and then we send the documents via email. It is 
sufficient to print the documents to go to the Embassy. We provide 
our students with clear instructions on how to apply for the visa at 
the Russian consulate.

For a term more than 30 days: the visa 
invitation for a long-term stay is issued 
by the Federal Migration Service. It takes 
about a month to get it from the migra-
tion office. The original of such invitation 
is required when applying for the visa, so 
we send it with a courier. 

Visa registration

All foreigners must register their visas with 
the Russian authorities within three work-
ing days after arrival in Russia. Our team 
provides full assistance.
